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FRONTIER LEAGUE TRYOUT CAMP AND DRAFT STARTS MAY 4TH
The Frontier League will hold its 17th annual Tryout Camp and Draft next Monday and Tuesday at CONSOL Energy Park, home of the League’s Washington Wild Things. More than 200 participants are expected in Washington, which is situated in Western Pennsylvania south of Pittsburgh.

All twelve of the League’s teams will be represented at the Camp. On the first day, all of the position players will be put through their paces, running a 60-yard dash, taking part in infield/outfield drills, and hitting against live pitching. The pitchers will throw in the Park’s bullpens. At the conclusion of Monday’s work, the field will be cut down to those players who the teams’ field staffs want to see the next day.

On day two, the returning hopefuls will play in a practice game until everyone has demonstrated their abilities. At the end of the live action, the teams will adjourn to the Park’s party deck to select at least two players each to report to their spring training sites for an opportunity to make the team. 

Over the years, many draftees have been an important part of teams’ rosters, appearing frequently on mid-season and post-season all-star squads. The first pick of the draft in 2003, Chris Jakubauskas, is now pitching in the Major Leagues with the Seattle Mariners.
