With Joliet up 1-0 in the fourth, The Jackhammers then broke things open a little, scoring two more times with the help of some ThunderBolts defensive miscues.  Phil Avlas reached on a two base error, moved to third on a wild pitch, and scored on a sacrifice fly.  Later in the inning, Tim Alberts singled and scored on a Kevin Rios single.

 

The Jackhammers added to their lead again in the sixth when Rios hit another single, scoring Jake Whitesides who had singled earlier in the inning.

 

The ThunderBolts’ only scoring inning was the bottom of the sixth.  After two quick groundouts, Windy City took advantage of a Jackhammers error.  Jeff Brewer reached when his ground ball went through the legs of Rios.  He stole second and scored on a Nick Damas single.  Damas promptly stole second and crossed the plate on a Doug Coe base hit.
