Standing at third as the tying run, Farrar would be stranded there as Dan Baerlocher bore down and struck out the next two batters before getting Wilson Matos to fly out to left to end the inning.
The Kings wasted no time in attacking in the bottom of the inning, plating four runs creating the final margin of victory. 
Ben Rue (2-1) picked up the win going five innings allowing three runs. Brandon Garner (2-2) took the loss for the Bolts.
